Conditions of Entry 

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY                 GATES OPEN FROM 7.00AM 

All conditions must be adhered to for us to comply with our insurance requirements.  Please read all rules, 
failure to comply could result in you or your child not being able to compete.  We don’t wish to cause distress for 
anyone, we would rather you rode happily and safely.  Thank you. 

1. Entering this competition constitutes acknowledgement that PCV rules apply & acceptance of these rules. 

2. Compliant Helmets must be worn.  

3. Gear check will be carried out for Pony Club and Showjumping events 

4. PCV Alcohol Policy applies. 

5. All Pony Club competitors must wear correct and full Pony club uniform in Pony Club classes (medical armbands 
optional). One horse, one rider in Pony Club show rings.  

6. Incorrect gear in Pony Club classes will result in automatic disqualification. 

7. PCV cards must be presented to the Secretary’s office before the start of the Pony Club section. 

8. All Open competitors must sign a Day Participation Form as per current PCV Insurance guidelines. If a current PCV 
or other insurance accepted club card cannot be presented pay an additional $15. 

9. No children on foot, in prams or in backpacks etc are permitted to be in the ring.   

10. The organising committee reserves the right to cancel any class or competition, divide any class, alter times, and 
refuse entry without stating reason. 

11. The judges’ and committees’ decision will be final. 

12. No rigs, colts or stallions allowed on grounds. 

13. Dogs are prohibited without exception. 

14. Lunging is only permitted in the Round Yard (on cross country course). 

15. Liability:  The organisers and members of the Gisborne Pony Club accept no responsibility for any injury, damage or 
loss sustained by any competitor, spectator, animal or equipment.  Competitors compete at their own risk and are 
solely responsible for any accident or damage sustained. 

16. There will be NO REFUND on unused tickets whatsoever. 

17. Protests must be lodged in writing and accompanied by a $30 fee on the day of the show. 

18. Any other rules/conditions stated elsewhere in this program also apply. 

19. Novice: an exhibit or rider who has not been placed first at any show or gymkhana. 

20. Topsy Ring is for true beginners, led/assisted/off lead, no plaiting, no jackets.  

21. Horses may only compete as a Show Horse or a Show Hunter in their height class. Show Hunters are quality show 
animals showing more substance and boldness of movement than is required for Show Horses. 

22. Leading Rein: Pony 12hh or under, ridden by a child 3 yrs & under 8 yrs. Handler to be 18 years and over. Snaffle bit 
must be used. No spurs or whips. A leading rein is attached to the pony’s noseband and is held by the handler in 
their left hand leaving the right hand free to help child if needed. Pony will only be required to walk, and trot 
individually on the circle, and walk and trot in workout. It is the pony being judged – it’s conformation, paces and 
manners. It is not a smartest on parade. 

23. First Ridden: Pony 12.2hh or under ridden by a child under 12 yrs. Snaffle bit must be used. Pony will only be 
required to walk and trot on the circle, with a short canter included in the workout. 

24. HERO: Open to purebred freeze branded Standardbreds raced or unraced, registered with Harness Racing Australia. 

25. OTT: Open to purebred Thoroughbreds raced or unraced over 14.2hh, registered with RISA (Racing Information 
Services Australia). Registrations to be checked. Racing name to be used where appropriate.
